Fourth of July fireworks

e Police received 19 complaints related to
fireworks, with only four requesting Police
contact.

e This is a 60% decrease In calls since last
year (48 calls received in 2015).

* Only one confiscation was required. No
charges filed.
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Police received 19 complaints related to fireworks on July 4, with only four of those requesting police contact.  This is down 60% from the 48 calls received in 2015.  There was one fireworks confiscation case on July 3rd from the area of Meridian Elementary.  No criminal charges were referred for the involved juveniles. We will continue to use the strategy of placing signs around the City and pushing out messaging through Alert Shoreline and social media next year.



Camp Shoreline
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Camp Shoreline has kicked off for another full summer. A staff of 40 counselors and over 230 campers attend day camp every day, with an additional 50 campers attending specialty camps.
 
Both day camp locations, at the Spartan Recreation Center and Highland Terrace Elementary School, are at capacity with a waitlist of 5-30 depending on the week. A new outdoor day camp called “The OC @ Hamlin Park” premiers this summer to meet the growing demand for day camp programs for youth ages 10-12. This camp features nature-based themes such as “Wilderness Skillz” and “Livin’ off the Grid” and it is also at capacity with 30 campers each day.
 
Camp Excel is in its eighth year of serving often non-verbal and non-mobile youth with severe and profound disabilities.  A well-trained staff provides an excellent Camp Shoreline experience for 12 campers each day during the month of July. This program receives consistently high praise from parents and is strictly for students in the Shoreline School District.
