« SMC Chapter 12.30: Public Tree Management.
» places the responsibility for all City-owned trees with PRCS
« authorizes the PRCS Board to serve as the City’s Tree Board.

« SMC Chapter 12.30.040: Right-of-way street trees.
* requires a permit issued by the PRCS Director for planting,
pruning or removing trees in the right-of-way adjacent to the
applicant’s property.
