Shoreline’s Transportation Master Plan Update




PRESENTATION - Alicia McIntire, Senior Transportation Planner presented an overview of four major transportation issues.

· Transportation Master Plan Update
The City is currently working on an update of the Transportation Master Plan which provides a framework for transportation issues in the Comprehensive Plan; the update process will wrap up by the end of 2010.

· Aurora Corridor Project
The second mile, N. 165th – N. 185th, will be out for bid this month, October 2009, and construction could start as early as December.  Design is essentially the same as the first mile.  Work should be complete by spring 2011.

· Bus Rapid Transit
Bus Rapid Transit concept is a bus functioning like a subway.  Community Transit in Snohomish County will initiate Bus Rapid Transit service in November 2009, the first in the region.  King County Metro will initiate service in 2013 including service from Aurora Village that will replicate the 358 bus line.
· Light Rail
Sound Transit initiated Light Rail service this year from Tukwila to Seattle.  Eventually there will be service running on the eastside of I-5 with stations at N. 145th and N. 185th, scheduled for opening in 2023.
