Safe Start Plan – Phase 1.5:
• Outdoor gatherings of five people from outside the household

• Outdoor recreation allowed under Washington’s Phase 2

• In-store retail, personal and professional services, pet grooming at 
limited capacity.

• Restaurants – Indoor dining at 25% of capacity and outdoor dining at 
50% of capacity.

• Construction and manufacturing under Washington’s Phase 2
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COVID-19 Update

Park & active recreation areas:
• Gatherings of up to five people outside the household are 

now allowed.

• Richmond Beach Saltwater Park parking lot is open.

• Sports courts, ball fields, and picnic shelters are open for 
limited use.

• Skate Park is open.

• Playgrounds remain closed until Phase 3.
