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BACKGROUND
The City of Shoreline is seeking applications for US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Community Development Block Grant funds (CDBG-CV) that were authorized under the federal Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic Security (CARES) Act. The City has approximately $300,00 available for allocation to human service programs that are responding to the COVID-19 emergency. The City receives CDBG-CV funding through an interlocal agreement with King County. 
CDBG funds must be used to primarily serve low- and moderate-income persons and households. Additionally, in order to be eligible to receive CDBG-CV funding, applicants must be prepared to follow complex federal funding regulations and certify that the assistance is directly related to the COVID-19 emergency. Shoreline will only be accepting applications in the following categories:
· Food Assistance
· Rental Assistance
· Behavioral Health
· Services for students affected by school closures
We estimate that contracts for CDBG-CV funding will begin in late spring/early summer and will run through the end of 2022, if needed. We estimate sharing the recommended list for projects in early March, with a Public Hearing and review by the Shoreline City Council in late March. Council is scheduled to take action on the recommendations in early April.

USE OF CDBG-CV FUNDS
Please review this information closely, as there are significant reporting and compliance burdens for the acceptance and use of federal funds, including CDBG-CV funds. This section includes the most notable but is not an exhaustive list. In all areas, agencies must be prepared to be timely in their reporting, keep detailed demographic records and other programmatic and financial documentation that meets federal regulations. 
Selected Administrative Requirements
· Duplication of benefits. HUD requires that programs have adequate protections in place to prevent any duplications of benefits when using CDBG-CV funds. A duplication of benefit occurs when a person/household would receive financial assistance from multiple sources for the same purpose. Additionally, rental assistance activities funded by CDBG-CV include additional requirements to comply with HUD’s duplication of benefits prohibition which involve attestations signed by both the landlord and the tenant seeking assistance. 
· Audit. Agencies that spend $750,000 or more in federal funds in a given year must meet federal financial single auditing requirements, as documented in Super Circular 2 CFR 200 (https://www.ecfr.gov/cgi-bin/text-idx?tpl=/ecfrbrowse/Title02/2cfr200_main_02.tpl).
· Accounting standards. Applicants approved for CDBG funding (Agency) shall comply with 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart D - Post Federal Award Requirements, §200.300- 200.345 which include maintaining accounting principles and procedures required therein, utilizing adequate internal and budget controls, and maintaining necessary source documentation and accounting records that sufficiently identify the source and application of CDBG funds. 
· Insurance. Agencies will be required to provide evidence of general liability and property insurance that lists the City and King County as additional insured. 
· Recording keeping. By contracting for these funds, related financial and program/client documents must be available for review, if necessary. 
· Demographic information. In most cases, you will be required to provide detailed information on the clients served – demographics on race, ethnicity, income, age, residency, etc.
