• REQUEST A COPY OF THE MAP 

YOUR NEIGHBORHOOD 90 MINUTE 
DVD FROM THE CITY OF 
SHORELINE 

 
• VIEW THE INTERACTIVE DVD WITH 

EACH PARTICIPANT FILLING OUT 
THEIR OWN “READY PACKET” THAT 
IS ALSO PROVIDED BY THE CITY 

 
• AT THE END OF THE NIGHT YOUR 

NEIGHBORHOOD WILL BE PREPARED 
FOR AN EMERGENCY! 

 
• LET THE CITY KNOW YOU ARE NOW
