Boni Biery, Community Wildlife Habitat Project said the goal of the project is to get the whole community certified as Wildlife Habitat.  With support from a state grant Boni got specific Shoreline Parks designed as Wildlife Habitat; Boni distributed certificates from Washington State and the National Wildlife Federation to Neighborhood Association representatives for the parks in their neighborhoods.
Boni Biery and Afia Menke introduced a new event under development for this summer: “Where the Wild Thing Are 2010” tour of certified Backyard Wildlife Habitats in Shoreline.  Event is scheduled for July 10, 2010 and tours will include onsite docents and mini learning courses.
